
PAR –Pre-Authorized Remittance 

PAR is a successful program in which members of the congregation make regular payments to their church by pre-authorized bank withdrawals.  Bank accounts are automatically debited on a monthly basis and Trinity Presbyterian’s account credited. 

Like any household, Trinity has expenses which they must meet every week.  This is more easily accomplished if a budget can be relied on and adhered to. 
· PAR allows for Trinity’s financial planning as a pre determined amount of donations are deposited to Trinity’s account on a regular basis. 
· PAR helps reduce paperwork and the time and expense of distributing envelopes. 
· PAR helps Trinity avoid those bleak months when many members are on vacation and finances become strained.
The convenience is not all in Trinity’s favour either.  This form of donation is equally convenient for the participants since it allows for:

· Budget financial planning
· Reduction of your  paperwork

· Helps avoid those periods of playing “catch up” when contributors are away 
· Additional gifts may be made at any time, simply by notating an envelope as such  

Most importantly, PAR maintains the practice of “first gifts” to God 

To become a part of this plan: 
· Complete the application form, found in the PAR brochure, at the “envelope station” in main hallway

· Decide the amount of your monthly offering
· Specify how you would like the amount allocated/divided ie Presbyterian Sharing, weekly operations etc. Under “Other” you can specific any special ministries ie Gracefield etc.

· Submit the form and a cheque, marked VOID to the envelope secretary.  If funds are submitted by the 10th of the month, deductions will begin that month on the 20th.
· Should you wish to change your contribution, simply notify the envelope church secretary in writing or by e-mail and changes received prior to the end of the month will be effective in the next month.
During Sunday collection if you wish, you may use one of the PAR donation cards available in the hallway.
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
